UBND, dated December 8,2074, issued by the People's Committee of Can Tho City. The Company operates under
Business Registration Certificate No. 1800155244, first issued on June 28,2004 and the thirteenth amended certificate, S
dated August06,2025, issued by the Department of Finance of Can Tho City regarding the change of head offrce. \

2. Business sector tv

Water extraction, treatment, and supply.

3. Principal activities

Production of potable water; trading of potable water;

Septic tank pumping services; Sewerage & wastewater treatment services (sewer unclogging and wastewater treatment
activities);

1. Applicable Accounting Standards and Corporate Accounting

The Company applies the Vietnamese Accounting Standards and the Vietnamese Corporate Accounting System issued

under Circular No. 200120141TT-BTC dated December 22, 2014, Circular No. 53/201 6ITT-BTC dated March 21, 2016 on

amendments and supplements to a number of articles of Circular No. 200/2014/TT-BTC, and other circulars guiding the

implementation of the Accounting Standards issued by the Ministry of Finance in the preparation and presentation of the

financial statements.

2. Disclosure of compliance with Yietnamese Accounting Standards and the Vietnamese Corporate Accounting
System

The Board of Management ensures compliance with the requirements of the Vietnamese Accounting Standards and the

Vietnamese Corporate Accounting System issued under Circular No. 200D014/TT-BTC dated December 22, 2014,
Circular No. 53/2016/TT-BTC dated Mmch 21,2016 on amendments and supplements to a number of articles of Circular

IV. APPLICABLE ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. Principles for recording cash and cash equivalents

Cash includes cash on hand, demand deposit.

Cash equivalents comprise term deposits and other short-term investments with an original maturity of three months or
less, highly liquid, readily convertible to known amount of cash and subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

2. Principles for accounting financial investrnents

Held-to-maturity investments

Held-to-maturity investments include term deposits (including treasury bill, bill of exchange) and held+o-maturity loans
for the purpose of periodic interest receiving and other held-to-maturity investnents.

The held-to-maturity investments are initially recorded at the original cost including buying price and costs attributable-to
the acquisition of the investments. After initial recognition, if the provision for doubtful debts has not been made as

statutorily required, these investments are revaluated at the recoverable value. When firm evidence shows that a portion or
the whole investments may be unrecoverable, the loss will be recorded in financial expenses in the yearlperiod and
recorded in decrease ofthe invesment's value.

Financial investments in Subsidiaries, Associates

Principles for recording financial investments in subsidiaries: Subsidiary is a company which the Company has over 50%
of voting right and the power to govern the financial and operating policies in order to obtain economic benefits from the
subsidiary's operation. When the Company ceases to contr6l the subsidiary, the investment in the subsidiary will be
written down.

lnvestments in associates are recognized when the Company holds from 20Yo to less than 50% of the voting rights of the
investees, and has significant influence over the financial and operating policy decisions of these entities.

Investments in subsidiary, associates are initially stated at original cost and will not be adjusted thereafter for change in the
investor's share of the investee's net assets. The original cost includes purchase price and costs attributable to the
investment. In case the investment is by non-monetary assets, the investment fee should be recorded at the fair value of the
non-monetary assets atthe date ofoccurrence.

Provisio;n for loss of investments in subsidiaries, associates is made when the investee suffers from loss and thus the
Company possibly loses its capital or the investments' value is devalued. Basis foF making provi$ion for loss of
investrnents is financial statements of the investee.

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3. Principles for recording trade receivables and other receivables

Receivables: At original cost less provision for doubtful debts.

The classiffing of the receivables as trade receivables, inter-company receivables and other receivables depends on the
nature of the transaction or relationship between the company and debtor.

Method of making provision for doubtful debts: Provision for doubtful debts is estimated for the loss value of the
receivables, other held-to-maturity investments similar to doubtful debts that are overdue and undue, but are likely to
become possibly irrecoverable due to insolvency of debtors who go bankrupt, making procedures for dissolution, go
missing or run away....

4. Principles for recording inventories

Inventories are stated at original cost less (, the provisions for the decline in value of inventories and obsolete,
deteriorated inventories.

Original costs are determined as follows:
- The original cost of materials, merchandises consists of costs of purchase, costs of transportation and other costs incurred
in bringing the invenlories to their present location and condition.

- Work in progress: costs of raw materials, labor and other directly costs for producing inventories incurred in the duration
of processing water.

Method of calculating inventories' value: weighted average method.

Method of accounting for the inventories: Perpetual method.

Method of making provision for decline in value of inventories: Provision for decline in value of inventories is made
when the net realisable value of inventories is lower than their original cost. Net realisable value is the estimated selling
price less the estimated costs of completion and selling expenses. Provision for decline in value of inventories is the
difference between the cost of inventories greater than their net realisable value. Provision for decline in value of
inventories is made for each inventory with the cost greater than the net realisable value.

5. Principles for recording fixed assets

5.1 Tangible fixed assets

Tangible fixed assets are stated at original cost less accumulated depreciation. The initial cost of a tangible fixed asset
comprises all expenditures of bringing the asset to its working condition and location for its intended use. The
expenditures incurred after initial recognition are only capitalised as an additional cost of tangible fixed assets when they
have resulted in an increase in the future economic benefits expected to be obtained from the use of those tangible fixed
,assets. The expenditures which do not meet the above conditions are charged to the expenses in the year.

When the assets are sold or disposed, their original costs and"the accumulated depreciation which have been written off
and any gain or loss from disposal of assets are recorded in the,income or expenses in the period.

Determination of original costs of tangible fixed assets

Tangtble fixed as s ets purchas ed

The original cost ofpurchased tangible fixed assets shall consist ofthe actual purchase price less (-) trade discounts or
reduction plus (+) taxes (excluding taxes to be refunded) and relevant expenses calculated to the time when such fixed
assets are put into operation such as fees for installation and trial operation of fixed assets; specialists and other direct
costs.

The original cost of a tangible fixed asset formed from capital construction under the mode of tendering shall be the
finalisation price of the construction project, other relevant fees plus (+) registration fee (if any).

Fixed assets are houses and architectural objects attached to land use rights, the value of land use rights is determined
separately. r-'

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5.1 Tangible fixed assets (cont.)

Tangibte faed assets constructed or produced by the Company itself:

The original cost of a tangible fixed asset which is constructed or produced by the Company itself shall include the actual
production cost of the fixed asset plus (+) expenses for installation and trial operation. In case where the Company
transfers its self-produced products to fixed assets, the original costs will be the production costs plus (+) other relevant
expenses calculated to the time when such fixed asset is put into operation. In such case, all intemal gains will not be
recorded in the original costs ofthose fixed assets.

5.2 Intangible fixed assets

Intangible fixed assets are stated at cost less accumulated amorti zation. The original cost of a intangible fixed asset
comprises all costs of owning the asset to the date it is put into operation as expected.

Principles for recording intangible fixed assets:

Purchase of separate intangiblefixed assets

The original cost of purchased intangible fixed assets shall consist of the actual purchase price payable less (-) trade
discounts or reduction plus (+) taxes (excluding taxes to be refunded) and relevant expenses calculated to the time when
such fixed assets are put into operation. The land use rights which are purchased together with buildings, structures will be
determined separately and recorded as intangible fixed assets.

Land use right

The original cost of an intangible fixed asset which is the land use right shall be the payment made to obtain the lawfirl
land use right plus (+) compensatory payments for clearance of site, expenses for levelling the ground, registration fee...

Computer software

Depreciation is charged to write off the cost of fixed assets on a staight line basis over their estimated useful lives.

5.3 Method of depreciating and amortizing fixed assets

Depreciation is charged to write off the cost of fixed assets on a straight line basis over their estimated useful lives. Useful
life means the duration in which the tangible fixed assets produce their effect on production and business.

The estimated useful tifefor assets is asfollows:
Buildings and structures 06 - 25 years
Machinery and equipment 06 - 15 years
Transportation andfacilities 06 - 30 years

Land use rights which are grantedfor an indefinite term are carried at cost and not amortised.

6. Principles for recording construction in progress

Construction in progress is stated at original cost. These are all necessary costs for purchasing fixed assets, building or
repairing, improving, extending or equipping of the works such as expenses of construction building costs, water supply
network construction costs,...

These costs are capitalized as an increase in the historical cost of fixed assets when the projects are completed. Initially,
the asset cost is recorded at a provisional amount (80% to 90Yo of the proposed settlement value, depending on each
project) when the asset is put into use. The asset cost will subsequently be adjusted to reflect the final settlement value
upon completion of the project.

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7. Principles for recording prepaid expenses

Prepaid expenses at the Company include repair costs, installation and relocation costs, tool and equipment costs, and
actual incurred insurance costs that are related to the business performance of multiple accounting periods.

Method of allocating prepaid expenses: The determining and allocating of prepaid expenses into costs of production and
doing business of each period is on a straightJine basis. Based on the nature and level of each expense, the term of
allocation is defined as follows: short-term prepaid expenses should be allocated within 12 months; Long-term expenses
should be allocated in the term from over 12 months to 36 months.

8. Principles for recording liabilities

Liabilities are recorded at original cost and not lower than the payment obligation.

Liabilities shall be classified into trade payables, inter-company payables and other payables depending on the nature of
transactions and relationship between the Company and debtors.

Liabilities must be kept records in detail according to payment schedule, creditor \and other factors according to
requirements of the Company.

At the reporting date, if it is evident that there is an unavoidable loss, an amount payable shall be recorded according to
prudent principle.

9. Principles for recording borrowings

Borrowings are total amounts the owes to banks, institutions, financial companies and other objects (excluding borrowings
under the form of bond or preferred stock issuance which require the issuer to repurchase at a certain time in the future).

Bonowings are monitored in detail according to creditor, agreement and borrowed asset.

10. Principles for recording and capitalizing borrowing costs:

Borrowing costs are loan interest and other costs incurred in direct relation to borrowings of an enterprise; Borrowing
costs are recognised as an expense in the year in which they are incurred, except where the borrowing costs related to
borrowings in respect of the construction or production of uncompleted assets, in which case the borrowing costs incurred
during the period of construction are computed in those assets' value (capitalised) as part of the cost of the assets
concerned when they satisff conditions stipulated in the VAS No. 16 "Borrowing costs".

The capitalization rate used to determine borrowing costs eligible for capitalization during the period: ln case of
joint capital borrowings, which are used for the purpose of investment in construction or production of an uncompleted
asset, the borrowing costs eligible for capitalization in each accounting period shall be determined according to the
capitalization rate for weighted average accumulated costs incurred to the investment in construction or production of such
,asset. The capitalization rate shall be calculated according to the weighted average interest rate applicable to the
enterprises bonowings unrepaid in the period, except for particular borrowings for purpose of obtaining an uncompleted
asset' The amount of bonowing costs capitalized during a period must not exceed the amount of borrowing costs arising
during that period. .f

11. Principles for recording accruals

Accruals include borrowing interest expenses and other costs which have been arisen in the reporting period, but have not
been settled. These costS are recognised on the basis of reasonable estimates on the amounts to be paid in accordance with
contracts, agreements...

12. Salary and insurance compulsory policies

Salary is calculated and set aside for expenses in the period according to the Labor Contract and the Company,s Salary
Regulations. Accordingly, social insurance, health insurance and unemployment insurance are also set aside according to
current4egulations.

The Company sets up a salary provision fund of no more than l7%o of the actual salary 6ra. ffr. salary frovision fund is
settled based on the actual expenses incurred and is reversed ifnot fully used.

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13. Principles for unrealized revenue

Uneamed revenue represents the revenue that will be recognized in accordance with the obligations that the company is
required to fulfill in one or more subsequent accounting periods.

Uneamed revenue includes amounts received in advance from customers for one or more accounting periods related to the
rental of advertising billboard spaces and the provision of construction services.

The method of unearned revenue allocation is based on the matching principle, corresponding to the obligations that the
Cornpany is required to fulfill in'one or more subsequent accounting periods.

14. Principles for recording owner's Equity

Owner's capital

The owners' capital is formed from the initial and additional contributions made by shareholders. The owners' capital is
recognized at the actual amount contributed in cash or in assets, determined based on the par value of shares issued upon
the Company's establishment or through additional issuance to expand the Company's operations.

Share premium: is the difference between the cost over and above the nominal value of the first issued or additionally
issued share and the differences (increase or decrease) ofthe actual receiving amount against the repurchase price when
treasury share is reissued. In case where shares are repurchased to cancel immediately at the purchase date, shares' value
recorded decrease the business capital source at purchase date is the actual repurchase price and the business resource
should be written down according to the par value and share premium of the repurchased shares.

Other capital: reflects the business capital formecl from additional contributions from business results, asset revaluation,
and the residual value between the fair value of donated, gffied, or sponsored assets after deducting any applicable taxes
related to these assets.

Undistributed earnings

The undistributed earnings is recorded at the profit (loss) from the Company's result of operation after deducting the
current year corporate income tax and the adjusted items due to the retroactive application of changes in, accounting
policy and adjustments for material misstatement of the previous year.

The undishibuted eamings is based on the charter of the Company and approved by the annual shareholder meeting.

15. Principles for recording treasury shares

The orrmers' equity instruments acquired by the Company (treasury share) are recorded at original cost and deducted into
the owners' equity. The Company does not record gain (loss) when purchasing, selling, issuing or cancelling its equity

,instruments. Upon reissue, the difference between reissue price and cost will be recorded in item "Share premium,'.

16. Principtes and methods for recording revenues and other incomes

Revenue from goodJ sota

Revenue from the sale ofgood should be recognised when all the five (5) following conditions have been satisfied: l.The
enterprise has transferred to buyer the significant risks and rewanls of ownership of the goods;2.The enterprise retains
neither continuing managerial involvement as an owner nor effective control over the goods sold; 3.The amount of
revenue can be measured reliably; When the contract specifies that buyers are entitled to return products, goods they have
bought under specific conditions, the enterprise will record the revenue only when those conditions no longer exist and the
buyers do not have right to retum products, goods (except for changing to other goods, services) 4.The economic benefits
associated with the transaction has flown or will flow to the enterprise; 5.The costs incurred or to be incurred in respect of
the transaction can be measured reliably.

Revenue from services rendered is recorded when the result of the supply of services is determined reliably. ln case where
the services are rendered in several periods, the revenue will recorded by the part of completed works at the balance sheet.

Revenue from services rendered is determined when the following four conditions have been satisfied: l. The revenue is
determined firmly; When the conftact specifies that buyers are entitled to return the service they have bought under
specific conditions, the enterprise will record the revenue only when those conditions no longer exist and the buyers do not
have right to return service; 2. The economic benefits associated with the transaction has flown or will flow from the
supply of the provided service; 3. Part of completed works can be determined at the balance sheet deu;e; 4. The costs
incurred or to be incurred in respect of the transaction can be measured reliably.

If the contract's results can not be determined firmly, the revenue will be recorded at the recoverable level of expenses
recorded.

Financial income

Finance income represents income from interest on deposits, dividends, and profit sharing.

Income arising from interests, distributed dividends and profits of the enterprises shall be recognized if they
simultaneously satisfy the two (2) conditions below: 1. It is possible to obtain economic benefits from the concerned
transactions; 2. Income is determined with relative certainty.

- Interests recognized on the basis of the actual time and interest rates in each period;

- Distributed dividends and profits shall be recognized when shareholders are entitled to receive dividends or the capital-
contributing parties are entitled to receive profits from the capital contribution.

When an arnount which has been recorded as an income becomes irrecoverable, such irrecoverable or uncertainly
recoverable amount must be accounted as expense incurred in the period, but not recorded as income decrease.

17. Principles and method of recording cost of goods sold

Cost ofgoods sold is the cost ofproducts, goods, services, sold in the period; other expenses recorded in the cost ofgoods
sold or recorded a decrease in the cost ofgoods sold in reporting period. The cost ofgoods sold is recorded at the date the
transaction incurs or likely to incur in the future regardless payment has been made or not. The cost of goods sold and
revenue shall be recorded simultaneously on conformity principle. Expenses exceeding normal consumption level are
recorded immediately to the cost of goods sold on prudent principle.

18. Principles and method of recording financial expenses

Financial expenses include borrowing interest expenses.

Financial expenses are recorded in details by their content and determined reliably when there are sufficient evidences on
these expenses. -l

Corporate income tax includes current corporate income tax and defened corporate income tax incurred in the year and set
basis for determining operating result after tax of the Company in current fiscal year.

Current tax: is the tax payable on the taxable income and tax rate enacted in current year in accordance with the law on
corporate income tax.

Re-measurements after initial recognition

Currently, there are no requirements for the re-measurement of the financial instruments after initial recognition.

VII. OBJECTTYES AND FINANCIAL RISKS MANAGEMENT POLICIES

Major risks of financial instruments include market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk.

The Board of Management considers the application of management policies for the above risks as follows

1. Market risk

Market risk is the risk that the fair value of future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluchrate due to the changes in
market prices. There are three market risks: interest rate risk, foreign exchange risk and other price risks, for example risk
of stock price. Financial instruments affected by the market risks include: cash, trade receivables, other receivables, trade
payables, borrowings and other payables.

The following sensibility analysis relates to the financial position of the Company as at December 31,2025 and December
31,2024.

The sensitivity analysis has been prepared on the basis that the amount of net debt, the ratio of fixed to floating interest
rates of the debt and the proportion of financial instruments in foreign currencies are all constant.

When calculating the sensibility analysis, the Board of Management assumes that the sensibility of available-for-sale
liability in the balance sheet and related items in the income statement is affected by changes in the assumption of
corresponding market risks. This analysis is based on the financial assets and liabilities that the Company held as at
December 31, 2025 and Decemb er 31, 2024.

2. Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk due to the customers' failure to perform its obligations causing the financial loss for the company.
The Company bears credit risks from production and doing business activities (mainly hade receivables) and from its
financial activities including deposits and other financial instruments as at Decemb er 31, 2A25 and Decemb er 31 , 2024.

Trade receivables

The Company minimizes the credit risk by only doing business with entities who have good financial capacity and closely
keeping track of the receivables to speed up the recovery of debts. On the basis of this method and receivables related to
different customers, the credit risk does not concentrate on a certain customer.

Deposit

The Company mainly maintains deposits in big and prestigious banks in Vietnam. The Company realized that the
concentration level of risk to deposits is low.

The Board of Management of the Company has assessed that most financial assets are not overdue and impaired since
these financial assets relate to prestigious customers who have good liquidity capacity. The financial assets which are
devalued have been fully provided.
